. This is a handicap singles tournament. Bowlers will bowl 4 games across 4 pair of lanes for

qualifying. There will be 2 qualifying squads, 10 a.m. and 1 p.m. Lanes will be reoiled before
the 1 p.m. squad. Bowlers may bowl both qualifying squads, with their highest score counted.
After both qualifying squads are completed, the bowlers with the top 11 scores plus the high
score from the first qualifying squad will advance to single elimination match play. All match-
es will be handicap. The high score from the first qualifying squad will be guaranteed into
match play.

. Averages will be based on the current season published on bowl.com. If a bowler does not have

a published average, they must provide verification of their current average, or they will be
required to bowl scratch.

. The handicap will be 80% of 220 with a maximum of 56 pins per game.

Scratch payout will include at least the top 5 bowlers on a payout ratio of 1:7. All prize money
collected for scratch event will be paid out.

. Doubles — There will be an optional doubles pot, both scratch and handicap. The fee for dou-

bles will be $10.00 per team. Both bowlers must bowl on the same qualifying squad. Bowlers
may enter doubles with as many partners as they wish.

. High Games Pots — Scratch high game pots will be available each game and series for $25.00
. Prize Fund — The payout ratio will be 1:5. All prizes will be paid out on the day of the tourna-

ment. The prize fund will pay 12 places based on a minimum of 20 entries. The prize fund will
pay extra places if the tournament has more than 60 entries.
